	Call Nursing Manager immediately and notify them of the STEMI ALERT!

Open a STEMI ALERT Packet and distribute checklists to nurse and physician.

	Immediately call Pegasus @ 1234-567-8901 or AirCare @ 1234-567-8901 to assess flight status.  Tell them there is a STEMI at the Culpeper ED.  If they are not available, tell nursing supervisor and ED physician STAT!

	
	If air transport is not available, immediately start looking for fastest ground transport.  Contact local EMS agencies –discuss options with the ED attending

	
	Ask ED attending if they want the “UVA STEMI ALERT Fellow” paged.  If yes, call 111-222- 0000 (UVA hospital operator).   When they answer, use these exact words: “This is the Culpeper ED.  We have a STEMI ALERT and need to talk to the STEMI ALERT Fellow.”   

	
	Make sure the patient is registered.

	
	Place orders for cardiac care set, including portable CXR; call radiology STAT.

	
	Start preparing EMTALA transfer forms –they must be done when EMS arrives.

	
	If the STEMI ALERT FELLOW does not call back within 5 minutes automatically re-page them.   Note this in chart and notify ED attending immediately. 

	
	Please fax patient demographic information to UVA Bedcenter ASAP at (000) 222 -2222

	
	Call the UVA CCU unit at 123 456-1234 and make sure they know of the incoming STEMI patient

	
	If you have not heard from the UVA STEMI ALERT FELLOW in 10 minutes tell the ED doctor.  They may have you call the UVA Emergency Dept. attending @ 123 456-1234 (direct cell #).

	
	Record info on Data sheets A and B, including time the STEMI ALERT Fellow calls back.

	
	Complete the rest of Data sheets A and B.  If you don’t know times, check with the nurse and physician. Please complete prior to patient departure. 

	*****
	Make sure that DATA SHEET B (yellow) goes to UVA with the patient.

	
	After STEMI ALERT is over, collect the three color-coded checklists and Data Sheet A.  Place them in the red inter-departmental envelope found in the STEMI ALERT Packet, attention Karen Bishop.
