	Fully undress patient please!

	
	Remove hair from groin bilaterally –feel for femoral pulse, shave 4-inch diameter around site of palpation.  (electric razor is in CPC)

	
	Make sure that transport monitors and 02 are ready to go.

	
	Clothing bagged after doing clothing list,  do charting

	
	Prompt physician to update family;  give family education materials

	
	Help fill out Data sheets A and B.  Make sure Data Sheet B and a copy of the ECG goes to the cath lab directly with patient (on the gurney).  Do not send via the tube system!

	
	If a pre-hospital ECG was done, attach copy to  the EMS ECG Sheet (on back of Data Sheet A)

	
	RN caring for patient transports patient to cath lab.  Call lab after 30 minutes (1-2345) to check.  

Notify ED attending if cath lab has not called in 30 minutes.

	
	**Transport to cath lab should NOT be delayed if cath lab is ready and calls for pt.  No delay of transport for non-essential items.  Note on Data Sheet A time cath lab calls for patient.
