	If you need to consult the CCU fellow prior to activating the cath lab, do not call 1-2345.  Page fellow directly at PICC 1111

	
	Make sure CCU fellow calls back w/i 5 minutes of the page.  If not, repage them. 

	
	If no response in 10 minutes page the CCU attending directly.  Call operator to get #

	
	Order medications using Level 1 (STEMI) order sheet.  Check boxes.  All STEMI patients should be considered for the following unless contraindicated
  **  - ASA -325 PO or rectal  ** only contraindication is true aspirin allergy

  **  - Beta-blocker  -Metoprolol  50mg PO  ** hold for shock, low sats or pulm edema
              Note:  May give IV Metop 5mg x 3 in hypertensive patients

        -Heparin Bolus 5000 Units
        -Plavix 600 mg PO –may discuss use with cards fellow first
**If aspirin and/or beta blocker are not given, clearly document why (JCAHO req)

	Update family, assist in consent, make sure patient is prepped for lab 

	
	HELP FILL OUT DATA SHEETS!  Send Data Sheet B  and copy of ECG to lab 

	
	If cath lab is ready (1-2345) but CCU resident/fellow is not available, consider having ED resident assist in transport.  Do not delay transfer of patient to cath lab if ED prep is not done. Speed takes priority!  If lab is not ready in 30 minutes call them (3-3333)
